
Muhammad r in the Hindu Scripture
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Verse 5 of Bhavishya Puran, Prati Sarg Parv III: 3, 3
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Verse 3 of the Kuntap Sakt (translation by Pandit Raja Ram)

“A malechha spiritual teacher will appear with his companions. His name will be Mahamad
…Mahadev Arab… 'O Ye! The pride of mankind, the dweller in Arabia, Ye have collected a 
great force to kill the Devil and you yourself have been protected from the malechha
opponents (idol worshipers, pagans).' ‘O Ye! The image of the Most Pious God the biggest 
Lord, I am a slave to thee, take me as one lying on thy feet.” (Ref. 38 - p26).

“He gave the Mamah Rishi 100 gold coins, 10 chaplets, 300 steeds and 10,000 
cows.” Mamah is synonymous with Mohammad,…”

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Summary
1. Hindu religion started around 1,500BC, Islam started at 610AD (2,100 years later)
2. India has been doing business with Arabian countries. Over time Hindu scriptures 

were updated with many Islamic names, events, Abraham, Muhammad, Kabah, etc.
3. The Vedas contain many prophecies about Muhammad. Some European and Hindu 

translators of the Vedas have explained the mantras (verses) on his life events, 
companions, Kabah, Makkah, Madinah, Arabia, victory of Makkah and other events 
using the terminology of the Hindus, such as purification rituals, and lands and 
rivers in India. Some mantras containing prophecies are intermixed with phrases, 
and it may be that these were commentaries and explanatory notes on the 
prophecies, which later became a part of the prophecy in Hindu scripture.

4. Most people do not know what is in the Hindu Scripture as they are only
interpreted (touched/handled) by upper class Brahmans with exclusive authority.

5. Over time many scholars did research and determined these connections/mantras
about Islamic events, Muhammad’s coming, his companions, his character,                      
his life events, savior of humanity, etc.
